The City of Portland in the State of Oregon, the United States of America and the City
of Sapporo in Hokkaido, Japan shall strive for industrial, economic and cultural exchange, and
at the same time with the sincere desire to promote friendship between the two cities shall
endeavor to promote international goodwill between the United States of America and Japan,
and with the firm belief that it will contribute towards the peace of the world, do hereby pledge

to cooperate one with the other as sister cities on this 17th day of November in the year 1959.

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WHEREAS international understanding is indispensable to world peace and prosperity, and
it is essential to develop such understanding in our own people as well as in the people of other
countries, and

WHEREAS the City of Portland, as a major port of the United States for the Pacific Ocean, has
long had beneficial trade relations with the cities located on the other side of the Pacific, which
trade relations should be fostered and strengthened for the mutual benefit of this city, the State of
Oregon, and the United States of America and of the cities and nations on the west coast of the
Pacific, and

WHEREAS the City of Sapporo in Hokkaido, Japan, is a modern and progressive city similar
in size to the City of Portland, Oregon, with similar climate, geographical advantages, and similar
objectives to the City of Portland, so that affiliation between the City of Sapporo and the City of
Portland will bring to both cities increased richness of comprehension and of sympathy with the
desires and objectives of the citizens of these cities, which must enrich the lives of their citizens, and

WHEREAS the city government and the Hon. Yosaku Harada, Mayor of the City of Sapporo,
have indicated their willingness to establish such a sister city relationship with the City of
Portland, Oregon, and Mayor Harada and Mayor Schrunk agreed on November 17,1959, upon the
establishment of such a relationship ; therefore, be it

RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Portland, Oregon that a sister city relationship hereby
is established between the City of Portland, Oregon, in the United States of America and the City
of Sapporo in Hokkaido, Japan, and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED that on behalf of the citizens of the City of Portland the hand of
friendship and goodwill is extended to the City of Sapporo for industrial, economic and cultural
exchange, and to promote projects pertaining thereto, and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Portland and its citizens sincerely desire to promote
friendship between the City of Sapporo and the City of Portland and will endeavor to promote
international goodwill between our nations with the firm belief that such goodwill and
understanding will contribute to the peace of the world, and be it.

FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Auditor is directed to send a certified copy of this
resolution to Mayor Harada of Sapporo in Hokkaido, Japan.
